You can then practice writing these words together sounding out each letter carefully and paying attention to correct letter formation. Finally, you can call out the word and your child can write independently on their whiteboard/copybook.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Pencil Control Exercises
Your child will greatly benefit from any cutting, colouring and writing activities they do as well as everyday tasks such as opening and closing buttons and zips and maybe even learning to tie their laces. Another activity to improve Fine Motor Skills this week might include:
With this activity, we’re working on keeping the pencil strokes within the lines of a small circle.  Draw a number of circles in different colours on a piece of paper.  The circles should be 1/4 inch in diameter.  Ask your child to fill in the circle with the matching coloured pencil.  A red circle should be filled in with the red coloured pencil.  The objective here is to fill in the whole circle without going over the lines.  Because the circle is so small, filling it in with the coloured pencil requires very small muscle movements of the fingers.

Collaborative work/Active learning 2

Which container holds most?

Arrange the children into pairs or groups of five/six. Give each group between three
and five empty, clean, plastic containers of similar capacity, e.g. 100 ml, but obviously
different shapes/sizes. Ask the children to arrange them in order 1 to 5, with 1 being
the container that holds most and 5 the least. Get them to verify/justify their answers
(estimates) by using water, shells, sand, rice, etc. and measuring the contents of each in
ameasuring jug. If you don't have a measuring jug, use another, bigger container as a
referent container.

Arrange the children into pairs or groups of five/six. Give each group five empty

Which container holds most?
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Whole-class activity 1
Give each pair a large container of rice/pasta/sand, a large plastic bottle (with the top
cut off) and a measuring tool, e.q. cup. First, ask the children to estimate how many
cupfuls are needed to fill each open bottle. In each pair, have Child A whisper his/he
estimate to Child B and vice versa. Then fill the bottle with rice/pasta/sand using the
cup. Ask the children for their estimaty

This activity can be done using a number of other measuring tools, e.g. scoops, egg-
cups, bowls, etc.

Whole-class activity 2
Place two empty glasses on your desk/table. Pick up one of the glasses and ask
g the children if there is anything in the glass. Then fill the glass with water and
ask the children:
« Isthe glass still empty? « Isthe glass full? How do you know?
 Whatis in the glass?

Pour out a little water into the sink or back into the water bottle and ask the
children the following question

« Isthe glass full of waternow?  * Isitempty?

« Isthe glass nearly full/empty? + Would it take a lot of water to ill the glass?

Re-fill the glass so it's full. Then pick up the other glass. Photocopy PCM 76 and
cut out the words full’ and ‘empty’ Ask the children which glass you should
place each label under.

Extension work

As an extra activity, ask the children to colour the containers that hold less a
different colour. Only do this after the larger containers have been coloured to
avoid unnecessary confusion.

Point to the top row of jugs and ask the following questions:
© Which jugis full/nearly full/empty?

* Describe the jugs.

* What can you say about the first/last jug?

Ring the jug that is full.
Do the same with the bottles, baskets of fruit and jars.
